Contribution limits 2018/19 ïBefore tax

Concessional $25,000 p.a

Carry forward rule for unused cap

Å Your total superannuation balance at the end of 30 June of the previous 

financial year must be less than $500,000

Å 5 year rolling period

Å Effective from 1 July 2019 (catching up from the 2018/19 financial year)



Contribution limits 2018/19 ïAfter tax

Non-Concessional $100,000 p.a

Not permitted if your total super balance exceeds $1.6 million

Bring forward rule if under 65

ÅUp to $300,000 if your total super balance is less than $1.4 million

ÅUp to $200,000 if your total super balance is between $1.4 and $1.5 million

When Changing Jobs

Your employer should ask you the name of your super fund: 

ïIf you donôt have one, youôll go into your employerôs default fund

ïYou can tell your employer where to pay your super 

ïOne simple form is all it takes 

You should consider the insurance cover, investment performance and fees of 

your employerôs fund before making a decision. 

Note : You can continue after you retire by having a Retirement Income account.
